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SAVI asks Bucks County Council Overview and Scrutiny Committee to make BCC come clean about waste incinerator 
Bernwood Forest, Buckinghamshire.

Campaign group SAVI calls on Bucks County Council’s Overview and Scrutiny Committee to put the brakes on Bucks County Council’s (BCC) Cabinet controversial decision to approve Spanish-owned WRG Ltd to build an expected 300,000 mass burn waste incinerator (MBI) at Lower Greatmoor farm, Edgcott. SAVI today asks Twelve Questions of the Council which it must answer honestly and fully otherwise the controversial decision ought properly to be overturned and further investigations carried out.
Campaign spokesperson Maggi Campbell-Keith states, ‘The decision in favour of WRG Ltd’s 300k tonne incinerator threatens to be an absolute financial disaster for the whole of the county not just the Vale. BCC needs to be stopped in its tracks now, before they do themselves and their ratepayers more damage. BCC just keep on digging themselves deeper and deeper into a decision which is wrong and could be ruinously expensive short, mid and long term for the County.’ 

‘BCC keep on bleating on about future landfill taxes but in the interim they fail to meet recycling targets and just instead concentrate on burn, burn, burn. Why do they not simply make use of the 50k MBT plant at Westcott for which planning permission has already been granted and thereby save themselves £50 million and have a much safer and cheaper means of dealing with the county’s residual household waste?’
The calling in by Cllr John Cartwright has lead to the Cabinet’s decision being put to the Scrutiny and Overview Committee on 14th December 2010 which could then lead to a special further scrutiny meeting pencilled in for 22 December 2010, potentially with a Task and Finish Group being appointed to examine the decision further. 
Ten Reasons to Reject the Council’s Decision and Twelve Questions the Council must answer are attached.
We in SAVI, (Stop Aylesbury Vale Incineration) supported by our constituency MP John Bercow, will continue to do all we can to stop this monstrosity from being built. If we lose this fight, it will be disastrous for the surrounding community and could significantly increase the chances of HS2 happening.
